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Publication Rules and Instructions

First: The nature of the published materials:

The journal aims to provide an opportunity for researchers in all countries of the
world to publish their scientific production in the fields of sharia sciences and
Arabic language, paying attention to originality, novelty, scientific research ethics,
and scientific methodology

The journal publishes manuscripts that that have not been previously published in
Arabic language; it accepts manuscripts in any of the following categories: origi-

nal research, scientific reviews, abstracts of theses, and reports of conferences and

seminars.

The manuscript should be original, well-oriented, and free of doctrinal and
intellectual bias.

The manuscript should not be extracted from an approved dissertation.

The manuscript should not have been previously published.

The manuscript should not exceed (40) pages, A4 size (including all compo-
nents) and not be less than (25) pages.

The researcher should attach (4) files of his research, as follows:

A file containing the researcher’s information in office format.

A file containing the researcher’s information in pdf format.

A file containing the manuscript that makes no reference to the researcher in
office format

A file containing the manuscript that makes no reference to the researcher in
office format

The researcher should complete the article acceptance contract following ap-
proval of the editorial board.

Margins of the manuscript should be 3 cm at all sides, and line spacing is sin-
gle.

Manuscript written in Arabic should use Traditional Arabic font as follows:
size 18 for the main text; size 14 for footnotes and size 11 for tables and fig-
ures.

Manuscript written in English should use Times New Roman font as follows:
size 12 for the main text; size 10 for footnotes, tables and figures.

Quranic verses should be written as they appear in the e-Quran published by
King Fahd Complex for Publication of the Holy Quran in normal colour; i.e.,
they should not be written in bold.

The researcher should pay attention to the linguistic and grammatical accuracy
of the manuscript.

Third: write the abstract.

The researcher should write an abstract of his research containing the following

elements:

The topic of the manuscript.

Research objectives.

Research Methodology.

The most important results without numbering.

The most important recommendations without numbering.

Keywords.

The abstract should not exceed 200 words.

Translating the abstract into English by an approved center, with proof of
translation attached.

Fourth: Manuscript Preparation

The researcher organizes his/her manuscript according to the requirements of

the scientific research method as follows:

1.

Introduction: it contains the research topic, problem, limits, objectives, meth-
odology, procedures, and research plan.

Review of previous studies, if any.

Organization of the manuscript into connected sections according to the re-
search plan.

The bottom footnote includes the name of the book, the name of the author,
the part/page) according to the scientific method used in documenting Sha-
ria and Arabic studies, e.g., Total Fatwas, Ibn Taymiyyah (8/ 777). As for the
Qur’anic verses, they are referred to in the text only by mentioning the name
of the surah, followed by a colon, then the verse number in square brackets,
e.g., [Al-Baqara: 175]

The researcher should document the manuscript by adding the references at its
end as follows:




a. If the reference is a book.

The book’s title, the author’s surname, first name, the book investigator, if any,
edition, the place of publication, the publisher, and the year of publication
Example: Al-Jami Al-Sahih, Al-Tirmithi, Abu Issa Muhammad Bin Issa, inves-
tigation: Ahmed Shaker, 2nd Edition, Beirut, Dar Revival of Arab Heritage, 2004
AD.

b. If the reference is an unpublished scientific thesis:

The title of the thesis, surname, first name and the other names, the type of the
thesis (Master’s/PhD), the place, the college, and the university, then the year.
Example: Doctrinal provisions related to coercion, Al-Junaidi, Wael Yahya, mas-
ter's thesis, Saudi Arabia, College of Fundamentals of Religion, Imam Muham-
mad bin Saud Islamic University, 1437 AH.

c. If the reference is a journal article

Title of the article, the last name of the author, the first name and other names,

the name of the periodical, the place, the volume or issue number, the year of

publication, and the inclusive pages.

Example: Legal and Innovative Distress in YouTube, an Analytical Study, Al-Dha-

firi, Turki Khaled, Prince Sattam Bin Abdulaziz University Journal, Vol. (1), 1437

AH, 155-184.

6. The researcher takes into account some abbreviations for which there is no
data in the reference, as follows:

Fifth: General Requirements

The current issue in the field of the sciences of the Holy Qur’an included an ob-
jective research on Interpreter Sheikh Mohammed Nasib El-Rufai's method named:

The nation and the
inference of the verses in the context of their interpretation on the doctrine of the righ-
teous predecessors, with the many benefits it contains, and in the field of sciences of
the Prophet’s Sunnah, the issue presents three research papers; The first is: an induc-
tive and analytical research that deals with the hadith of Jabir bin Abdullah: (Hadith
of Al-Naslan - Narration and Knowledge -), and its conclusion and study of its chain
of transmission, then highlighting its issues and implications, with an explanation of
the meaning of nislan, its benefits, and the Prophet’s guidance in walking, then men-
tioning medical opinions and modern studies on fast walking - nislan -, In the same
field, the issue provides a study on the occasions of the hadith: (Whoever God desires
good for, He will give him understanding of religion). It reveals the reasons for the
differences between the commentators of the hadith regarding the meaning of the had-
ith, links its sentences to one another, and the correspondence between its parts, and
highlights the jurisprudence of Imam al-Bukhari in his classification on the hadith,
with the application of a sentence Among the scientific rules and influential evidence
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in the chapter on Hadith occasions. The issue in Hadith Sciences also presents a study
on (Al-Sahabi's Vague Narrative in the Balance of Modernists) that liberates the path
of hadith scholars in dealing with the narrations of the Companions whose names are
ambiguous, and discusses the objections and problems arising from accepting this
type of narrations.

In the field of doctrine and contemporary schools of thought, the issue deals with
an applied doctrinal study entitled (A guide initiated by us on doctrinal issues Applied
Study) that presents the most prominent doctrinal issues that have been inferred by
this evidence, aiming to diversify the reasoning for proving the doctrine of the Sunnis
and the community and refuting the suspicions raised about it. In the field of doctrine,
it also presents The issue is a study in which the researcher will write (Editing the
statement on the extent to which the name of patience proves the recipe of patience to
God Almighty). This study comes from the perspective of knowledge of God, Glory
be to Him, knowledge of Him, and understanding of His names and attributes, as
through them the servitude of the servant is completed, and the researcher aims in it
to collect the doctrines in general and the doctrine of the predecessors in particular
regarding the name "the patient". The recipe for patience, and arriving at the truthful
statement regarding them, is a contribution to enumerating the most beautiful names
of God, and in the field of advocacy, the issue deals with a deductive, deductive advo-
cacy study entitled: (Protecting those who are called from polytheism), highlighting
the model circular issued by the official authorities in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
to (prevent... Treatment with energy and preventing the import and dissemination of
anything related to it) in order to protect the path of monotheism, and to prevent fall-
ing into polytheism and everything that leads to it, which is the basis of the mission of
the prophets, peace and blessings be upon them.

In the chapters of Islamic jurisprudence, the issue presents a study that reveals
(Purposes of Family Provisions in Islamic Legislation), which The need to present
and study them is increasing in light of the current challenges that human societies
in general and Islamic societies in particular are experiencing, and in the field of
international law and public regulations, the issue presents research concerned with
(Reconciliation in matters of international relations: Manifestations, causes, applica-
tions) and aims to contribute to the discipline of Fatwa, diligence, and rationalization
of dealing with violators.
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In the same field, he also presents research that reviews the child custody provi-
sions in the Saudi personal status system and Islamic jurisprudence in a comparative
study. It discloses the jurisprudential basis upon which the custody articles in this
system were built, while strengthening this with the same statutory texts, as custody
is considered one of the most important issues in life that the courts are full of.
