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Publication Rules and Instructions

First: The nature of the published materials:

The journal aims to provide an opportunity for researchers in all countries of the

world to publish their scientific production in the fields of forensic sciences and

the Arabic language. In these publications, originality, novelty, scientific research
ethics, and scientific methodology are available.
The journal publishes materials that have not been previously published in the

Arabic language and accepts materials in any of the following categories: original
research, scientific reviews, abstracts of theses, and reports of conferences and

seminars.

Second: General Instructions

1.

The research should be original, well-oriented, and free from doctrinal and
intellectual violations.

The research should not be derived from a dissertation in which the researcher
obtained an academic degree.

The research should not have been previously published.

The number of research pages should not exceed (40) pages, A4 size, includ-
ing everything related to the research, and not less than (25) pages.

5. The researcher attaches (4) copies of his research, as follows:

A copy of the research in which the researcher's data is complete in (word)
format.
A copy of the research in which the researcher's data is complete in (pdf) format.
A copy of the research, devoid of all evidence of the researcher, in (word)
format.
A copy of the research, devoid of all evidence of the researcher, in (pdf) format.

The researcher fills out the undertaking to accept his research for arbitration
after the approval of the editorial board.

The page margins are 3 cm from all four directions, and the spacing is (single).
The (Traditional Arabic) font is used for the Arabic language, size (18), size
(14) for footnotes, and size (11) for tables and figures.

Times New Roman font is used for the English language, size (12) and size
(10) for footnotes, tables and figures.




10. The Quranic verses are written according to the electronic Quran of the King
Fahd Complex for the Printing of the Holy Quran, size (16), in a plain, non-
black color.

11. The researcher should take care of the integrity of the research from linguistic
and grammatical errors.

Third: write the abstract.

The researcher should write an abstract of his research containing the following
elements:
The subject of the research.
Research objectives.
Research Methodology.
The most important results without enumeration.
The most important recommendations without enumeration.
Keywords.
The abstract should not exceed (200) words.
Translating the abstract into English from an accredited center, with proof of

translation attached.
Fourth: Writing the search

The researcher organizes his research according to the requirements of the sci-
entific research method as follows:

1. Writing an introduction containing: (the research topic, problem, limits, objec-
tives, methodology, procedures, and research plan).

2. Statement of previous studies, if any.

3. Divide the research into sections according to the research plan so that they
are interrelated.

4. Writing the footnote shall be by mentioning the following: (the name
of the book, the fame of the author, and the part/page) according to
the scientific method used in documenting Sharia and Arabic studies.
Example: Total Fatwas, Ibn Taymiyyah (8/ 777).
As for the Qur’anic verses, they are referred to in the text only by mentioning
the name of the surah, followed by a colon, then the verse number, and they are
in square brackets like this [Al-Baqara: 175]

5. The researcher documents the references at the end of his research according




to the following system:
a. If the reference is a book.

The book’s name, the author’s nickname, his first name, the investigator’s name
— if any — the edition, the place of publication, the publisher’s name, and the year
of publication
Example: Al-Jami Al-Sahih, Al-Tirmithi, Abu Issa Muhammad Bin Issa, investi-
gation: Ahmed Shaker, ed: 2, Beirut, Dar Revival of Arab Heritage, 2004 AD.

b. If the reference is a scientific thesis that has not been printed:

The title of the thesis, then the last name, then the first name and the other
names, then the type of the thesis (Master’s/PhD), then the place, then the college,
then the university, then the year.

Example: Doctrinal provisions related to coercion, Al-Junaidi, Wael Yahya, mas-
ter's thesis, Saudi Arabia, College of Fundamentals of Religion, Imam Muham-
mad bin Saud Islamic University, 1437 AH.

c. If the reference is an article in a journal

Title of the article, then the last name of the author, then the first name and other
names, then the name of the periodical, then the place, then the volume or issue
number, then the year of publication, then the page from p: ... to p: ...

Example: Legal and Innovative Distress in YouTube, An Analytical Study, Al-Dha-
firi, Turki Khaled, Prince Sattam Bin Abdulaziz University Journal, Vol. (1), 1437
AH, 155-184.

The researcher takes into account the mention of some abbreviations for which
there is no data in the reference, as follows:

(N. P) without the place of publication.
(N. P) without the name of the publisher.
(N. E) without the edition number.

Fifth: General Requirements

1. Sending the research to the journal's mail with filling out the form is a pledge
from the researcher that the research has not been previously published, that
it has not been submitted for publication, and will not be submitted for pub-

lication in another entity until its arbitration procedures are completed in the
journal.

The editorial board of the journal has the right to preliminary examine the re-
search and to decide whether or not it is eligible for arbitration.

In the case of (accepting the research for publication), a letter will be sent stat-
ing (acceptance of the research for publication), and when refusing to publish
the research, a letter (apology for accepting the publication) will be sent.

It is not permissible for the researcher, after publishing his research in the jour-
nal, to publish it in another container, except after the lapse of four years from
the publication of his research, and to refer to the publication of his research
in the journal.

The researcher sending his research to the journal's mail with the undertaking
form is considered an acceptance of (the terms of publication in the journal).
The editorial board has the right to set priorities for publishing research.

The opinions contained in the published research express the researchers' point
of view only and do not necessarily reflect the point of view of the journal.
The documentation system adopted in the journal for foreign references is the
(University of Chicago) system.

In the event that the research is published, the researcher will be given (5) cop-
ies from the issue of the journal in which his research was published. Note that
the journal currently adopts an electronic publishing policy.

The journal has the right to apologize without disclosing the reports of the
arbitrators.

EXAMINES ANOTHER ASPECT OF HEALTH IN THE PROPHETIC HADITHS BY REVIEWING THE NAR-
RATION OF THE HADITH OF THE PROPHET WRESTLING WITH RUKAANAH IBN ABDIL-YAZEED
AL-MUTTALIBEE, ALONG WITH RELATED HADITHS. IT EXPLORES BENEFICIAL SPORTS ENDORSED
BY THE SUNNAH, PRESENTING SCIENTIFIC INSIGHTS AND JURISPRUDENTIAL DERIVATIONS FROM
THIS BLESSED HADITH. ANOTHER STUDY IN THE PROPHETIC HADITHS IS A CRITICAL INDUCTIVE
ANALYSIS THAT COLLECTS HADITHS ABOUT LOOKING TOWARDS THE SKY DURING PONDERING,
PRAYER, AND SUPPLICATION, DISCUSSING THEIR AUTHENTICITY. FURTHERMORE, AN ANALYTI-
CAL STUDY REVIEWS ALHAFIZ IBN HAJAR'S COMMENTS IN FATEH ALBARI ON ABDUL-(GHANI
A1L-MAQDESI IN UMADAT AL-AHKAM AND EXAMINES THEIR IMPACT ON PRESERVING THE PRro-
PHETIC HADITHS. IN THE FIELD OF CREED AND CONTEMPORARY SECTS, THE ISSUE FEATURES
A DESCRIPTIVE AND CRITICAL STUDY OF NEO-THOMISM, A CHRISTIAN THEOLOGICAL SCHOOL
THAT RE-EMERGED IN THE TWENTIETH CENTURY, ENGAGING IN RELIGIOUS AND PHILOSOPHICAL
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DEBATES. TITLED " THE NEO THOMISM AND THE CLAIM OF HUMAN GOODNESS," THE STUDY
CRITICALLY EXAMINES THIS DOCTRINE. ANOTHER STUDY ADDRESSES THE CONCEPT OF THE EPI-
THET OF MAHDI ACCORDING TO THE TWELVER IMAMI, SEEKING TO ANALYZE A FUNDAMENTAL
DOCTRINAL ASPECT OF THEIR BELIEF SYSTEM.

IN ISLAMIC JURISPRUDENCE, THE ISSUE INCLUDES A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF THE CONCEPT OF
NEGOTIORUM GESTIO UNDER THE TITLE OF ‘“NEGOTIORUM GESTIO CONSEQUENCES: A JURISPRU-

THE EXTENT OF ALIGNMENT BETWEEN THE SAUDI CIVIL TRANSACTIONS SYSTEM AND ISLAMIC

OF THE SYSTEM'S PROVISIONS RELATED TO THE SUBJECT OF THE STUDY. THIS HIGHLIGHTS THE
VALUE OF ISLAMIC JURISPRUDENCE, ITS COMPREHENSIVENESS IN ADDRESSING ALL CIVIL TRANS-
ACTIONS BETWEEN INDIVIDUALS, AND ITS PRECEDENCE OVER OTHER LEGAL SYSTEMS. ANOTHER

TAGES, DISADVANTAGES, AND PREFERRED RULES RELATED TO THEIR USAGE. FROM THE FIELD
OF UsUL AL-FIQH (PRINCIPLES OF ISLAMIC JURISPRUDENCE), THE ISSUE EXPLORES A CONCEPT
FROM IMAM IMAM AL-SHATIBI’S SAYING: (AS FOR THE WELL-ESTABLISHED, THE SHARIA IS
PERCEIVED AS ONE IMAGE, SERVING EACH OTHER), ESTABLISHING THE CONCEPT OF (INVOKING
THE IMAGE OF ONE SHARIA) AND EXPLAINING THE IMPACT OF THIS ON THE METHOD OF IJTIHAD.

IN ARABIC LANGUAGE STUDIES, THE ISSUE INCLUDES TWO PAPERS IN RHETORIC AND CRITI-

LIGHT OF THE NEW RHETORIC”. IT TRIES TO EMPLOY THE CRITICAL PHENOMENOLOGICAL AP-
PROACH IN STUDYING THE RHETORIC OF A TEXT FROM THE ELOQUENT LITERARY HERITAGE AND
HIGHLIGHTING ITS STYLISTIC CHARACTERISTICS IN ORDER TO GENERATE ELOQUENT, AUTHENTIC
LITERATURE WITH A NEW LOOK. THE SECOND PAPER CRITICALLY EXAMINES THE CONCEPT OF
THE ANASTROPHE OF PREDICATES AND SUBJECTS ACCORDING TO RHETORICIANS, HIGHLIGHTING
INCONSISTENCIES AND THE CONNECTION BETWEEN GRAMMAR AND RHETORIC TERMS, AND EX-
PLAINING THE SIMILARITY BETWEEN SOME TERMS OF GRAMMAR AND SOME TERMS OF RHETO-
RIC. IN GRAMMAR AND MORPHOLOGY SCIENCE, THE ISSUE PRESENTS A STUDY THAT FOCUSES
ON IN-TEXT REFERENCES AND THEIR IMPACT ON TEXT COHERENCE. IT MERGES GRAMMAR WITH
LITERATURE AND TRADITION WITH MODERNITY, BY APPLYING THE STUDY TO A CLASSICAL TEXT
OF AL-DHUBIYANI’S MU'ALLAQAH (HANGING POEM) AS AN EXEMPLAR, UTILIZING METHODS OF
TEXTUAL COHESION FROM THE PERSPECTIVE OF MODERN LINGUISTICS, KNOWN AS REFERENCE,

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HIGHLIGHTING ITS ROLE IN CLARIFYING AND EMPHASIZING MEANING IN THE LINGUISTIC TEXT.
IN THE LITERATURE FIELD, THE ISSUE OFFERS AN ANALYSIS THAT HIGHLIGHTS THE VIRTUE OF
CHASTITY AND ABSTINENCE, WITH THE PRESENTATION OF APPLIED MODELS FROM ABU-ALTAYIB'S
POETRY. FINALLY, IN THE LINGUISTICS FIELD, THE ISSUE PRESENTS ONE PAPER THAT INTRODUCES
A FOUNDATIONAL STUDY ON THE CONCEPT OF TRANSLANGUAGING, ITS ORIGIN, AND ITS APPLI-
CATION IN LANGUAGE TEACHING STRATEGIES. IT ALSO DISCUSSES THE METHODS OF TRANSLAN-
GUAGING STRATEGY, AS WELL AS CLARIFYING THE ROLES OF BOTH THE TEACHER AND THE LEARN-
