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Publication controls in the Journal

First: The nature of the published materials:

The journal aims to provide an opportunity for researchers in all countries
of the world to publish their scientific production in the fields of forensic
sciences and the Arabic language. In which originality, novelty, scientific
research ethics, and scientific methodology are available.

The journal publishes materials that have not been previously published
in the Arabic language, and accepts materials in any of the following
categories: original research, scientific reviews, abstracts of theses, and
reports of conferences and seminars.

Second: General Controls:

1) The research should be original, well-oriented, and free from doctrinal
and intellectual violations.

2) The research should not be derived from a dissertation in which the
researcher obtained an academic degree.

3) The research should not have been previously published.

4) The number of research pages should not exceed (40) pages, A4 size,
including everything related to the research, and not less than (25) pages.

5) The researcher attaches (4) copies of his research, as follows:

- A copy of the research in which the researcher's data is complete in
(word) format.

- A copy of the research in which the researcher's data is complete in
(pdf) format.

-A copy of the research, devoid of all evidence of the researcher, in
(word) format.

-A copy of the research, devoid of all evidence of the researcher, in (pdf)
format.

6) The researcher fills out the undertaking to accept his research for
arbitration after the approval of the editorial board.

7) The page margins are 3 cm from all four directions, and the spacing is
(single).
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8) The (Traditional Arabic) font is used for the Arabic language, size
(18), size (14) for footnotes, and size (11) for tables and figures.

9) Times New Roman font is used for the English language, size (12) and
size (10) for footnotes, tables and figures.

10) The Quranic verses are written according to the electronic Quran of
the King Fahd Complex for the Printing of the Holy Quran, size (16), in a
plain, non-black color.

11) The researcher should take care of the integrity of the research from
linguistic and grammatical errors.

Third: Write the abstract:

The researcher should write an abstract of his research containing the
following elements:

1) The subject of the research.

2) Research objectives.

3) Research Methodology.

4) The most important results without enumeration.

5) The most important recommendations without enumeration.
6) Keywords.

7) The abstract should not exceed (200) words.

8) Translating the abstract into English from an accredited center, with
proof of translation attached.

Fourth: Writing the search:

The researcher organizes his research according to the requirements of
the scientific research method as follows:

1) Writing an introduction containing: (the research topic, problem,
limits, objectives, methodology, procedures, and research plan).

2) Statement of previous studies, if any.

3) Divide the research into sections according to the research plan so that
they are interrelated.

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4) Writing the footnote shall be by mentioning the following: (the name
of the book, the fame of the author, the part/page) according to the
scientific method used in documenting Sharia and Arabic studies.

Example: Total Fatwas, Ibn Taymiyyah (8/ 777).

As for the Qur’anic verses, they are referred to in the text only by
mentioning the name of the surah, followed by a colon, then the verse
number, and they are in square brackets like this [Al-Bagara: 175]

5) The researcher documents the references at the end of his research
according to the following system:

a. If the reference is a book.

The book’s name, the author’s nickname, his first name, the
investigator’s name — if any — the edition, the place of publication, the
publisher’s name, and the year of publication

Example: Al-Jami Al-Sahih, Al-Tirmithi, Abu Issa Muhammad Bin Issa,
investigation: Ahmed Shaker, ed: 2, Beirut, Dar Revival of Arab
Heritage, 2004 AD.

b. If the reference is a scientific thesis that has not been printed.

The title of the thesis, then the last name, then the first name and the
other names, then the type of the thesis (Master’s/PhD), then the place,
then the college, then the university, then the year.

Example: Doctrinal provisions related to coercion, Al-Junaidi, Wael
Yahya, master's thesis, Saudi Arabia, College of Fundamentals of
Religion, Imam Muhammad bin Saud Islamic University, 1437 AH.

c. If the reference is an article in a journal.

Title of the article, then the last name of the author, then the first name
and other names, then the name of the periodical, then the place, then the
volume or issue number, then the year of publication, then the page from

Example: Legal and Innovative Distress in YouTube, An Analytical
Study, Al-Dhafiri, Turki Khaled, Prince Sattam Bin Abdulaziz University
Journal, Vol. (1), 1437 AH, 155-184.

6) The researcher takes into account the mention of some abbreviations
for which there is no data in the reference, as follows:

AR NS
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a. (D. M) without the place of publication.
b. (D.N) without the name of the publisher.
c. (d.i) without the edition number.

d. (D.T) without the date of publication.

Fifth: General Requirements:

1) Sending the research to the journal's mail with filling out the form is a
pledge from the researcher that the research has not been previously
published, that it has not been submitted for publication, and will not be
submitted for publication in another entity until its arbitration procedures
are completed in the journal.

2) The editorial board of the journal has the right to preliminary
examination of the research, and to decide whether or not it is eligible for
arbitration.

3) In the case of (accepting the research for publication), a letter will be
sent stating (acceptance of the research for publication), and when
refusing to publish the research, a letter (apology for accepting the
publication) will be sent.

4) It is not permissible for the researcher, after publishing his research in
the journal, to publish it in another container, except after the lapse of
four years from the publication of his research, and to refer to the
publication of his research in the journal.

5) The researcher sending his research to the journal's mail with the
undertaking form is considered an acceptance of (the terms of publication
in the journal).

6) The editorial board has the right to set priorities for publishing
research.

7) The opinions contained in the published researches express the
researchers' point of view only, and do not necessarily reflect the point of
view of the journal.

8) The documentation system adopted in the journal for foreign
references is the (University of Chicago) system.

9) In the event that the research is published, the researcher will be given
(5) copies from the issue of the journal in which his research was
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published, Note that the journal currently adopts an electronic publishing
policy.

10) The journal has the right to apologize without disclosing the reports
of the arbitrators.

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Opening Statement:

Praise be to Allah with the praise of the grateful worshippers. | bear
witness that there is no deity worthy of worship but He, the Lord of the
worlds, and that Muhammad is His servant and Messenger, the
trustworthy Prophet. May Allah’s peace and blessings be upon him, his
family, his companions, and all who follow them in righteousness until
the Day of Judgment.

The Journal of Islamic Sciences and Arabic Language at Prince Sattam
bin Abdulaziz University is pleased to present to its esteemed readers the
twenty-first issue of its publications. This issue contains scholarly studies
in the fields of Islamic sciences and Arabic linguistics, comprising eleven
research papers in the disciplines of creed, hadith, jurisprudence and its
principles, Islamic political jurisprudence, da‘wah, linguistics, rhetoric
and criticism, and literature. These papers have been prepared by
distinguished researchers as a contribution to enriching the Islamic and
Arabic library with works that keep pace with contemporary
developments.

The issue opens with a study in the field of Islamic creed examining the
impact of obedience to the ruler in consolidating intellectual and social
security from the perspective of students at Prince Sattam bin Abdulaziz
University and Imam Abdulrahman bin Faisal University—an issue of
great significance in protecting society from extremist ideologies and
establishing a stable national structure.

In the field of hadith studies, this issue presents a paper that explores the
biographies of a notable scholarly household in Kufa renowned for its
dedication to the noble hadith. The study identifies those known for
narration, clarifies confusions concerning some of their names, and
highlights the influence of scholarly families in disseminating hadith.
This relates to several branches of hadith sciences, including fathers
narrating from sons, and vice versa, as well as siblings narrating from
one another.

In the field of Islamic jurisprudence, the issue offers a foundational figh
study examining the Prophet’s # concerns (hamm), demonstrating their
evidentiary value, and presenting the jurisprudential rulings derived from
the actions and statements that the Prophet % intended to perform.
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In the field of Islamic political jurisprudence and contemporary legal
systems, the issue includes a comparative figh study of the rulings of the
marriage guardian (wali) in the Saudi Personal Status Law vis-a-vis the
rulings of guardianship in Islamic jurisprudence. The study aims to
demonstrate the consistency of Saudi legislation with Islamic figh and the
general principles of Sharia by analyzing the relevant legal provisions,
highlighting the value of Islamic jurisprudence and its capacity to
encompass all civil interactions among individuals.

In the area of usi/ al-figh, the issue presents a critical edition and study of
a portion of one of the most important foundational works—a
contribution to preserving the unique heritage of early scholars and
making it accessible to students of knowledge: al-Kafi fi al-Nazm al-Shafi
by the distinguished scholar Mahmiid ibn Muhammad al-Khwarazmi (d.
568 AH).

In the field of da‘'wah and moral guidance, and from the legacy of
prominent contemporary scholars, the issue features a study analyzing
one of the scholarly works of Shaykh Hafiz ibn Ahmad al-Hakami —may
Allah have mercy on him—the Mimiyyah Poem on Counsel and
Scholarly Etiquette. The study aims to highlight the function of poetic
composition in persuasive religious discourse, which constitutes one of
the avenues of da‘wah commanded in the Noble Qur’an.

In Arabic linguistic sciences, the issue includes two studies in linguistics.
The first examines the status and evidentiary value of oral transmission
(mushafahah) in linguistic scholarship, seeking to delineate the
boundaries that distinguish oral transmission from auditory reception, and
to clarify the grounds upon which living, orally transmitted linguistic
forms may be used as evidence in the corpus of the language, in deriving
rules, identifying patterns, and establishing linguistic sciences more
broadly.

The second linguistic study offers an inductive analytical investigation of
the views of one of the pioneers of Arabic linguistics, Ibn Faris,
concerning the irregularity (shudhudh) of certain lexical items and the
authenticity of their transmission. It seeks to uncover the methodology he
employed in distinguishing irregular forms from sound ones in the Arabic
language.
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In the fields of rhetoric and literary criticism, the issue includes two
studies.

The first analyzes the semiotics of smiling in the poetry of al-Mutanabbr,
noting that his poetry has long been— and continues to be—a subject of
debate among critics and scholars, both classical and modern, due to its
rich poetic density, reliance on paradox, imaginative expression,
exaggeration, aphoristic wisdom, and compact phrasing.

The second study examines the rhetorical purpose behind the
incorporation of expressions of perpetuity and impossibility in pre-
Islamic poetry, drawing attention to proverbs as expressions of societal
values and human experience, and as powerful tools of persuasion and
influence.

The issue concludes with a contribution in the field of literature,
presenting an artistic study of a work by one of the contemporary poets of
Al-Kharj. The researcher examines the poet’s principal stylistic devices in
expressing his personal views on the issues he addresses, in a paper titled:
Dialogue in the Poetry Collection “Hasid al-Zaman” by Abdulaziz Al-
Ruwais — Its Elements and Types. The study highlights how the poet
articulates his perspective through dialogic voices that he constructs,
thereby activating the role of poetry in commemorating and revitalizing
notable figures. His collection is rich with influential personalities such as
King Abdulaziz, Imam Faisal ibn Turki, Shaykh Muhammad ibn
‘Uthaymin, and Shaykh Ali al-Tantawi —may Allah have mercy on
them—through literary dialogue either with them or on their behalf.

In conclusion, the Editorial Board hopes that the content of this issue
offers scholarly enrichment and a valuable contribution to readers and
researchers. The Board extends its sincere gratitude to the esteemed
authors for their efforts and contributions, praying that Allah bless their
academic endeavors, and looks forward to their continued pursuit of
research, study, and analysis in service of knowledge and enlightenment.
