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Publication controls in the Journal

First: The Nature of the Published Materials:

The journal aims to provide researchers from all countries with an opportu-
nity to publish their scientific output in the fields of Islamic (Sharia) Sciences
and the Arabic Language, provided that the work meets the standards of orig-
inality, novelty, research ethics, and sound scientific methodology.

The journal publishes materials that have not been previously published in
Arabic and accepts submissions in the following categories: original research,

scientific reviews, thesis abstracts, and reports on conferences and seminars.

Second: General Controls:
1) The research must be original, well-structured, and free from doctrinal or
intellectual violations.
2) The research must not be derived from a dissertation for which the re-
searcher has already obtained an academic degree.
3) The research must not have been previously published.
4) The length of the research must not exceed 40 pages (A4 size), including all
related content, and must not be fewer than 25 pages.
5) The researcher must submit four (4) copies of the research as follows:
*  One copy of the research containing the researcher’s full details in
Word format.
* One copy of the research containing the researcher’s full details in PDF
format.
* One anonymized copy of the research (free from any identifying infor-
mation) in Word format.
* One anonymized copy of the research (free from any identifying infor-
mation) in PDF format.
6) The researcher must complete and sign an undertaking to submit the re-
search for peer review after approval by the Editorial Board.
7) Page margins must be 3 cm on all four sides, and line spacing must be single.
8) The Traditional Arabic font must be used for Arabic text: size 18 for the
main text, size 14 for footnotes, and size 11 for tables and figures.

9) The Times New Roman font must be used for English text: size 12 for the




main text and size 10 for footnotes, tables, and figures.

10) Qur’anic verses must be written according to the Electronic Qur’an of the
King Fahd Complex for the Printing of the Holy Qur’an, in size 16, using a
plain, non-black color.

11) The researcher must ensure that the manuscript is free from linguistic and

grammatical errors.

Third: Writing the Abstract.

The researcher must write an abstract of the research containing the following
elements:

1) The subject of the research.

2) Research objectives.

3) Research methodology.

4) The most important results (without enumeration).

5) The most important recommendations (without enumeration).

6) Keywords.

7) The abstract must not exceed 200 words.

8) The abstract must be translated into English by an accredited center, with

proof of translation attached.

Fourth: Writing the Research:

The researcher must organize the research according to the requirements of
the scientific research method as follows:

1) Introduction: Should include the research topic, problem, limits, objec-
tives, methodology, procedures, and research plan.

2) Statement of Previous Studies: If any exist.

3) Research Structure: Divide the research into sections according to the re-
search plan, ensuring that the sections are logically interrelated.

4) Footnotes: Must include the following information according to the scien-
tific documentation method used in Sharia and Arabic studies: the name of
the book, the author’s full name, the investigator (if any), edition, page/part.
Example: Al-Jami Al-Sahih, Ibn Taymiyyah (8/777).

Qur’anic Verses: Referenced in the text only by mentioning the name of the
surah, followed by a colon, then the verse number, in square brackets:
Example: [Al-Baqara: 175[




5) References: Must be documented at the end of the research according to
the following system:

a. Book: Name of the book, author’s full name, investigator’s name (if any),
edition, place of publication, publisher, and year of publication.

Example: Al-Jami Al-Sahih, Al-Tirmithi, Abu Issa Muhammad Bin Issa,
investigation: Ahmed Shaker, ed: 2, Beirut, Dar Revival of Arab Heritage,
2004 AD.

b. Unpublished Thesis: Title of the thesis, author’s full name, type of thesis
(Master’s/PhD), place, college, university, year.

Example: Doctrinal Provisions Related to Coercion, Al-Junaidi, Wael Yahya,
Master’s thesis, Saudi Arabia, College of Fundamentals of Religion, Imam
Muhammad bin Saud Islamic University, 1437 AH.

c. Journal Article: Title of the article, author’s full name, name of the period-
ical, place, volume/issue number, year, page numbers.

Example: Legal and Innovative Distress in YouTube: An Analytical Study,
Al-Dhafiri, Turki Khaled, Prince Sattam Bin Abdulaziz University Journal,
Vol. 1, 1437 AH, pp. 155-184.

6) Abbreviations for Missing Data: The researcher must use the following ab-
breviations when certain information is unavailable in the reference:

a. (D.M) without place of publication.

b. (D.N) without the name of the publisher.

c. (d.1) without edition number.

d. (D.T) without date of publication.

Fifth: General Requirements:

1) Submitting the research to the journal via email, along with the completed
form, constitutes a pledge by the researcher that the research has not been
previously published, has not been submitted for publication elsewhere, and
will not be submitted to another entity until the journal’s peer review process
is completed.

2) The Editorial Board has the right to conduct a preliminary examination of
the research and decide whether it is eligible for peer review.

3) In the case of acceptance for publication, a letter stating the acceptance will
be sent. If the research is rejected, a letter of apology for the non-acceptance

will be issued.




4) After publication in the journal, the researcher may not publish the research
elsewhere until four years have passed, and the original publication in this
journal must be cited.

5) Submission of the research along with the undertaking form is considered
as acceptance of the journal’s publication terms.

6) The Editorial Board reserves the right to prioritize research for publication.
7) Opinions expressed in published research reflect the researchers’ view-
points only and do not necessarily represent the journal’s position.

8) The documentation system adopted for foreign references in the journal is
the University of Chicago system.

9) If the research is published, the researcher will receive five (5) copies of the
journal issue containing the research. Note that the journal currently follows
an electronic publishing policy.

10)  The journal reserves the right to reject a research submission without

disclosing the referees’ reports.

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Editorial

In the name of Allah, the Most Gracious, the Most Merciful
All praise is due to Allah, the Most Generous Sovereign, the Possessor of bounty
and grace. Peace and blessings be upon Prophet Muhammad - the most eloquent of
humanity - and upon his family, his Companions, and those who follow them with
righteousness.
It is with great pleasure that the Journal of Islamic Sciences and Arabic Language at
Prince Sattam bin Abdulaziz University presents to its esteemed readers the twenty-
second issue of its publications. This issue contains scholarly studies in the fields
of Sharia sciences and Arabic language studies, featuring eleven research papers
covering a range of disciplines, including Aqidah (Islamic creed), Sharia politics and
legal systems, Da‘wah and Hisbah (inviting to good and forbidding wrong), grammar,
rhetoric and literary criticism, and Arabic literature. These studies, prepared by
distinguished scholars, aim to enrich Islamic and Arabic academic libraries with new
insights into contemporary developments in these fields.
The issue opens with a paper in the discipline of Islamic creed, highlighting the
Qur’anic methodology in addressing the study of religions mentioned in the Qur’an -
such as Judaism, Christianity, Magianism, and Sabeanism - through comparison and
clarification of the truth concerning them.
In the field of Sharia politics and legal systems, three studies are presented:
The first explores Unjust Enrichment in the Saudi Civil Transactions Law: A
Comparative Study with Islamic Jurisprudence, demonstrating the extent to which
the Saudi legal system aligns with Islamic jurisprudence and general Sharia
principles, while underscoring the comprehensiveness of Islamic law in regulating
civil transactions. The second study examines Defamation through Social Media
Platforms from both juristic and legal perspectives, clarifying its contemporary

manifestations and rulings. The third investigates Unauthorized Reproduction of
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Academic Books among Saudi University Students, identifying underlying causes and
proposing lawful alternatives that promote academic integrity and educational quality
in universities. In the field of Da‘wah and Hisbah, the issue includes a study analyzing
the statements of the Mother of the Believers, Khadijah (may Allah be pleased with
her), describing the Prophet ¥ at the beginning of revelation. The study highlights
her affirmation of key social values essential for preachers’ character formation and
underscores the importance of such values in effective Da‘wah work. Within Arabic
linguistic studies, two papers in the field of grammar are featured: The first offers a
descriptive, analytical, and statistical examination of Abu Ja‘far al-Nahhas’s treatise
entitled “A Study on the Detailed Syntax of Sibawayh’s Statement, May God Have
Mercy on Him, in the Beginning of the Book: ‘This is the Chapter on the Knowledge
of What Words Are in Arabic”. This unique work represents the earliest independent
commentary we possess on Sibawayh’s grammar, presenting over forty grammatical
interpretations preserved and expanded upon by al-Nahhas. The second, entitled
“Listener Misconceptions and Their Impact on Guiding Language Use”, explores
a communicative grammatical issue concerning accurate versus misconceived
understanding, emphasizing the significance of the listener’s perception in shaping
Arabic grammatical and interpretive traditions.

In rhetoric and literary criticism, the issue includes two studies: The first discusses
Divine Reproach of Prophet Muhammad # in the Qur’an from a rhetorical-
argumentative perspective, revealing its corrective, stylistic, and pedagogical
dimensions that merge eloquence with wisdom, and instruction with mercy, through
detailed analysis of the relevant Qur’anic verses. The second study tests the interaction
between linguistic and visual systems in meaning production through an analysis
of Muhammad Ibrahim Ya‘qub’s poetry collection “Labyrinths”, highlighting the
growing importance of non-verbal semiotic analysis in modern discourse studies.
Finally, the issue concludes with two papers in Arabic literature: The first surveys

the short story landscape in Saudi literature through the work of the distinguished
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writer Muhammad Ali Alwan (may Allah have mercy on him), particularly his
attention to spatial elements — and the mountain setting in particular — as reflected
in his portrayal of the physical and symbolic aspects of mountainous environments
under the title “The Mountain as a Narrative Space”. The second examines Cultural
Patterns of Women and Their Representations in “Evenings of Fever” by the Saudi
writer Hamad Al-Balheed. The study traces the role of women as influential and
dominant figures in autobiographical narratives, relating their presence to the author’s
childhood experiences that significantly shaped his personality and worldview.

The Editorial Board sincerely hopes that this issue contributes to advancing scholarly
knowledge and enriching readers with valuable insights. The Board extends its deep
appreciation to all contributing researchers for their efforts and dedication, praying
that Allah bless their academic endeavors and guide them to continued success in the

pursuit and dissemination of knowledge.
